0904/23 Officer reports/ Parish matters
a) Roads, traffic & footpaths to include working with the Parish Steward and traffic calming.
ASW not working.  Spoke to Becky Chivers to get two more SID’s approved. Communicated with Parish steward about potholes who felt they were too big for him to fill.  Spoke to Glasdon about pricing for four gates with signage incorporating school children’s designs.  Cllr Berry is waiting for installation of a single white line in Bendy Bow to discourage parking on the right hand side of the road.
b)  Neighbourhood Plan Review   The Neighbourhood plan review was discussed and a resolution was proposed by Cllr Stebbing and seconded by Cllr Sqance and carried unanimously to formally resolve to consult under Reg 14  (the consultation stage.)  The Energy report, as part of the neighborhood plan, will be added as an appendix but still needs some modification before it is suitable for the consultation stage.  The next newsletter will have more details.  Cllr Squance suggested a more detailed list of the important trees to be added.	
c) Village Hall
Waiting for invoice before the grant can be issued.
d) Playing Fields
Drainage cover has been replaced and the drainage appears to be working.  Another drainage cover at the top of the playing fields needs replacing with a screw down version at a cost of £80.00.  This was unanimously approved – proposed by Cllr Squance and seconded by Cllr Moody.  Graffiti issues on the skate park have been painted over and further re-painting will be organised in the summer with an anti-graffiti coating.  Cllr Squance is getting no answer from ID Verde with regards to getting the grass cut and other options might have to be explored.
e) Playground equipment and benches



f) Well Garden 
Amelie and Hannah Squance continue to maintain the Well Garden – all the planting has been done except the lavender.   April invoice of £72 was agreed. 
g)  Coronation Celebrations.   A timetable is needed to include bell ringing, the church service, followed by a picnic in the park. It was decided that the community will be encouraged to decorate the outside of their house and garden with a coronation theme.  Three prizes of John Lewis Vouchers of £50, £25 and £25 will be issued to the best decorated houses.  A budget of £500 was unanimously agreed for the Coronation celebrations.  Proposed by Cllr Robinson and seconded by Cllr Cameron.
            
h)        First Aid
The First Aid Course will take place on 1st June 2023 at Minety Village Hall, Hornbury Hill, SN16 9QH.  Four people are interested in taking part in the course which will be free to Oaksey residents.  Spaces are now limited.  It was unanimously agreed that Oaksey Parish Council would pay £300 towards half the cost of the training.  Proposed by Cllr Dodds and seconded by Cllr Robinson
