PL/2022/9525 - Removal of conditions at 2 Oakey Park Cottage  -  Oaksey Parish Council remain unanimously opposed to this application. Detailed comments were made in response to the previous application 2022/03549 and the Council wishes to remind Wiltshire Council that the Oaksey Neighbourhood Plan specifically opposes the change of use of holiday accommodation to residential accommodation outside the residential boundary. The site is unsustainable for residential use and further, this proposal does not show that the property's future sale or letting as holiday accommodation is not achievable.

0801/23 Officer reports/ Parish matters

a) Roads, traffic & footpaths to include working with the Parish Steward and traffic calming.
Cllr Robinson is continuing to monitor the auto speed watch which is now working after some adjustments have been made to improve the feed to the battery.  Cllr. Berry to send contact details for ASW regarding usage of data.  Street wardens are arranging for gullies to be cleared in January with a gully sucker.  Street wardens are working on the potholes although the pothole opposite the church might be too big. Residents are looking for parking restrictions at entrance to Bendy Bow and Cllr. Berry will investigate possibilities. Salt box adjacent to Oaksey wood has been damaged and will be reported by Cllr Robinson on the My Wiltshire App.  Shire Bridge, Wick Road, has a rotten timber handrail that needs replacing and will be reported by Cllr. Robinson on My Wiltshire App.  Concerns have been raised about dog fouling within the proximity of Church Farm.  It was suggested that this issue was raised with the owners of the dogs directly.

b)  Neighbourhood Plan Review   Cllr. Gage is in the process of setting up a working group and has one new volunteer so far.  He has contacted Wiltshire Council about current housing requirements and is awaiting a response from Mike Kilminster. Cllr Gage will send new email and copy in Cllr. Berry to ask Mike Kilminster to attend a meeting with Anthony Northcote on Tuesday 17th January 2023.
			
c) Village Hall
Solar panels have been investigated and quotes for on roof with a 6 kw battery was £22,000.  Another quote from G8 Installations was £26,00 on roof and £27,00 in roof. Cllr Will Stebbing to liaise with Village Hall on this project.  Cllr. Cameron will contact the Village Hall group to discuss plans for the Coronation celebrations. 


d) Playing Fields
Trees being assessed for Ash die back on 13th January.  Drains full and being assessed with a camera.  Repairs around village are ongoing and being done by Cllr. Squance

e) Playground equipment and benches
27th January benches being installed.  Turf to be re-used at Well Garden.  Benches £780 and fencing £3,200.

f) Well Garden 
Amelie and Hannah Squance continue to maintain the well garden. December invoice of £72 was agreed.
