Oaksey Parish Council have carefully considered this application and make the following comments:
1.      We are supportive of a sensitive development of this building which sits in a prominent position within the Oaksey Conservation Area.
2.      The north facing elevations, and roof in particular, should retain the original building and roofing materials or very similar replacements which reflect the design of the house and also the conservation area in general.  
3.      We would prefer the three roof lights to be located on the south facing roof.
4.      As it is the conservation area, we would prefer to see inset solar panels on the south facing roofs rather than a mixture of designs.
5.      Existing window and door openings should be retained. If this is not possible then the existing forms should be retained but in altered positions.
6.      The flue must not be visible above the ridge line from the north.

Other issues arising from planning discussions. A letter is being composed by Cllr Moody to be sent to the planning department but needs to be approved by council members.
