Proposal: For replacement of derelict pigsty with new home office. Site Address: Appletree Cottage, 9 The Street, Oaksey, SN16 9TG. Applicant: Mrs Tessa Carnegie Hall.  Comment – Whilst the Parish Council remain supportive of renovation and conservation of the Pigsty, we reiterate all the previous comments and unanimously agree to object to the revised submission. For clarity the original comments are copied below. We also would draw attention to the comments of the conservation officer with which we are in full agreement.
Oaksey Parish Council unanimously objects to this application.
The application proposes significant changes to this heritage building which lies within the curtilage of a Grade 2 listed building.
The piggery has been allowed to fall into disrepair over a considerable period of time and whilst its current condition is of considerable concern the Parish Council is also supportive of its renovation. The Council objects to any significant change to the design and materials of the external elevations or roof that will detract from its original design. This building is a small but important heritage asset to Oaksey and its fabric and structure must be retained.
The application proposes rebuilding the piggery with a substantially different southern elevation and roof with solar panels. This is unacceptable. The building is clearly visible from a public footpath.
In a spirit of positivity, the Council suggests that to encourage renovation the building could retain an identical renovated structural exterior whilst internal reconstruction could accommodate a remote office.
